President Offerman read the ordinance, still has to be approved by the Board.

Tom Gilbert – will be presenting an ordinance on declaration of a state of emergency.  Question came up during the snow storm on declaring the state of emergency.  The ordinance needs to be in place and adopted by the Board.

President Offerman – in order to collect federal funds the ordinance needs to be in place.  FEMA will re-imburse 75%. 

Nick Narducci – would like to apply for a grant for bike path, goes with Oslad Grant.  Explained the bike path will go down Mississippi Street to the Midewin property (Brown Circle).  We have the matching funds for the grant.  Will cost approximately one hundred thousand dollars to connect everything, school will use the Deer Run Park for several school projects.
President Offerman – have an application for a liquor license from the Silver Dollar Restaurant, will be a Class F license.  Read ordinance on a Class F license, fee $1,000.00 per year.
